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Lafayette, IN - A Feast means food, and the 42nd annual Feast of the Hunters’ Moon will feature more than 28 different foods cooked over the open fire. Turkey noodle soup and sweet potato muffins will be new to the menu this year, and French onion soup will return to the Feast after an absence of several years. 

Indeed there is something for everyone: the traditional buffalo burgers and buffalo stew, the vegetarian noodables, and the more exotic sauerkraut stew. There’s pork chops in the southeast corner, roasting ears near the road to the voyageur landing, and Scottish Forfar bridies near the military camp. Visitors can move across the grounds enjoying the crafts, music and re-enactments and never be far from food. 

Advance sale tickets for the Feast are $10 for adults and $5 for children ages 4 to 16.  A family pass, which admits two adults and up to four children for a day, is just $25. Gate prices will be $12 for adults, $6 for children and $30 for a family pass.
